Biography : MARIA KODAMA

Wife and collaborator of the late Argentine writer Jorge Luis Borges, she is the Founder and President of the “Jorge
Luis Borges International Foundation”. Maria Kodama is a graduate from the Faculty of Philosophy of the National
University of Buenos Aires. She translated, in cooperation with Jorge Luis Borges, two books from Icelandic to
Spanish: Brief Anthology of Anglo-Saxon and Gylfi‘'s Hallucination, as well as works by Angel Sibelius and Sei
Shonogan. Kodama has done special studies on short story writer Horacio Quiroga’s works and Alberto Girri‘'s poems.
She also has done research on the Tale of Genji (Murasaki Shikibu) and Yukio Mishima’s Tetralogy. Mrs. Kodama has lectured extensively
throughout Europe, the United States, Central and South America, India and Argentina. Mrs. Kodama has received numerous awards,
among them: Alicia Moreau de Justo Award (1988); the Golden Lion Award, granted by the Lion's Club (1990); the Buenos Aires Eagle
and the Cristopher Columbus Foundation awards (1993); she also received the Machado de Asis Medallion, granted by the Brazilian
Academy of Literature (1997) and Chevalier des Arts et Lettres from the Government of France.
