Peace Agreement (CPA); a UN peacekeeping mission is now deployed in the country to assist with its
implementation. In his lecture, President Kiir is expected to address a variety of matters related to the CPA.
Simultaneous Japanese— English interpretation will be provided; a question-and-answer session will follow his
lecture.

About President Kiir

Salva Kiir Mayardit has served since 2005 as First Vice-President of Sudan and President of the autonomous
Government of Southern Sudan. After serving for ten years in the Sudanese Armed Forces (1973-1983), he was a
founding member of the Sudan People’s Liberation Movement (SPLM) in 1983. He helped to guide the peace
process that formally ended the two-decade Second Sudanese Civil War, and led the SPLM delegation that signed
(in July 2002) the historic Machakos protocols that paved the way for the Comprehensive Peace Agreement between
the Government of the Republic of the Sudan and the SPLM, signed in January 2005.
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
