Finland's first female head of state since March 2000. Master of Laws, graduated from the University of Helsinki. Professional career as
trade union lawyer. Appointed parliamentary secretary to the Prime Minister in 1974, elected to the parliament as a member of Social
Democratic Party in 1979, held her seat in five consecutive elections. Served as Minister of Social Affairs and Health, of Justice, and for
Foreign Affairs. During her time as Foreign Minister, held the first EU Presidency of Finland in July-December 1999. Interested in issues
of human rights, democracy, civil society, and social justice. Co-chair of the World Commission on the Social Dimension of Globalization.

While teaching at Keisen University since 2001, served also as Senior Advisor at Japan International Cooperation Agency (JICA).
Previously, held various senior positions at the United Nations headquarters in New York since 1984 and Geneva since 1988, including
as Principal Officer of the Office of UN Secretary-General, Special Coordinator for International Support Measures of UNCTAD and
Officer-in-charge of UNCTAD. His assignments included the assessment of activities of the UN since its inception and designing the
scope and features of its future activities.
